A Breeder Stockman may be required to perform the following tasks:





Litter sheds and nest boxes


Collect eggs


Record and deliver eggs to the transfer station


Feed ducks


Wash down drinker pads


Maintain hygiene and quarantine standards


Minor maintenance of the breeder equipment


Sort and select breeders


Collect mortalities and record


Maintain ventilation, water supply and feed supply





There are no pre-requisites to be a stockman.   


The following skills are desirable:


good communication skills


responsible approach and attitude


drivers licence 


able to handle animals with confidence and patience


All stockmen will undertake Certificate III in Agriculture (Poultry Production) as part of their on-the-job training.


Other Entry Points


VCAL (Victorian Certificate of Applied Learning)











Experienced breeder stockmen may take on roles of responsibility and progress to breeder supervisor or senior stockmen after some experience as a stockman on the grower farm.





The Breeder Stockman collects the eggs and transfers them to the Transfer Station.  They also maintain the well being of the breeder ducks.
