A Breeder Supervisor may be required to perform the following tasks:





Litter sheds and nest boxes


Record and deliver eggs to the transfer station


Feed ducks


Wash down drinker pads


Maintain hygiene and quarantine standards


Transfer ducks from Mt. Lee to the breeder farms at Nhill and Minyip


Sort and select breeders


Manage growth trials


Maintain ventilation, water supply and feed supply


Order feed 


Maintain vermin control standards





	A Breeder Supervisor will be an experienced stockman.  They will have a good knowledge of and experience in animal husbandry, avian nutrition and hygiene and disease control.  They will have the ability to manage staff





A Breeder Supervisor has the option of becoming a Site Manager, Breeder Farm Manager or the Developer Farm Manager.  With further experience positions of Farm Managers could be applied for.





A Breeder Supervisor manages the breeder sheds and egg collection on the Nhill farm.  They may also undertake growing trials to determine growth rates and size of ducks.
