 	A Construction Supervisor may perform the following tasks.





co-ordinate plumbers, electricians and construction crews as necessary to complete maintenance and construction of buildings


assist in the design or modification of buildings, feed silos and other equipment


interpret building plans, regulations and codes of practice in order to direct the progress of work and monitor compliance with construction documents


organise equipment required for construction work


organise the materials required for construction work


provide skilled assistance to builders in planning and organising building projects


liaise with public authorities. Eg.  Gas Safe, plumbing authorities and local council


safety training


train apprentices 





To become a Construction Supervisor usually requires completion of a diploma or degree in building or construction. 


Entry to courses usually requires completion of VCE with passes in English, mathematics and physics.  As subjects can vary between institutions, you should contact your chosen institution for full details.


Experience within the construction or building industry





Within the company opportunity exists for promotion to Special Projects Officer.


Construction Supervisors may also be employed by construction companies, residential builders and architectural firms, mainly in the private sector. Job prospects are generally good, but fluctuate with building activity.





The Construction Supervisor organises and manages the construction, alteration and maintenance of buildings.
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Uniform provided.  Lunch and morning tea provided.


Salaries are paid above award and are renegotiated annually to reflect increased skill levels.
