unload, carry and stack building materials and place tools and equipment in position 


dig trenches so that footings and services can be laid, using hand tools and jackhammers if necessary to break up rock and concrete 


place and compact filling and quarry materials 


mix, pour and spread concrete 


use wheelbarrows to remove rubble and rubbish from building sites


assist construct or alter buildings 





There are no specific educational requirements to become a construction worker. Training is usually given on the job. ��You can also enter this occupation through a New Apprenticeship in General Construction. Entry requirements may vary, but employers generally require Year 10.
