A Credit Controller (accounts receivable) may perform the following duties:


Banking cash and cheques from drivers and customers


Perform electronic funds transfers


Reconcile accounts


Print financial reports


Perform weekly reconciliation


Process customers credit applications


Debt collection


Prepare fortnightly financial statements








 A Credit Controller (accounts receivable) must have an understanding of accounting practices 


eg. banking, reconciling accounts etc.  They must possess excellent people and IT skills.





To become an accountant usually requires the completion of a degree majoring in accounting. Entry to relevant degree courses usually requires completion of VCE with a pass in mathematics.





The Credit Controller is able to promote to the position of Administrator if the position becomes available.
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Credit Controllers oversee all monies coming into the company from customers.











Salaries are paid above award and are renegotiated annually to reflect increased skill levels.
