A duck carter will perform the following tasks:





regular maintenance checks on the tractor and trailer


drive a tractor and trailer


load correct ducks from the grower sheds onto a trailer


deliver the ducks to the processing plant


maintain frequency of delivery to meet the needs of processing


monitor that the correct feed has been turned off





There are no specific educational requirements to become a duck carter. Training is given on the job.  Experience driving tractors would be an advantage.� Luv A Duck employees undertake Certificate III in General Food – Processing as a part of their on the job training.


You can also enter this occupation through a New Apprenticeship in Food Processing (Poultry). Entry requirements may vary, but employers generally require Year 10. For details on New Apprenticeships, call the New Apprenticeships Referral Line on 1800 639 629 (FREECALL).





A Duck Transporter may choose to transfer to the processing plant.  The option is then available to promote to a position of Room Monitor.
