A hatchery assistant may be required to perform the following jobs





Grading, candling, dipping and salting eggs at the transfer station


Transferring eggs to the hatchery from the transfer station


Cleaning and disinfecting all hatchery equipment and machines


Transferring eggs from the coolroom to the setters


Transferring eggs from the setters to the hatchers


Sexing ducks


Grading and candling eggs


Fogging


Transferring ducks to the Nhill farm





There are no specific educational requirements to become a hatchery assistant.  Training is given on the job.
