The Hatchery Overseer is responsible to the Hatchery Supervisor for:





all of the hatchery tasks


training and assessment of staff


supervision of all staff so that standards can be achieved


trouble shooting to prevent quality problems in the incubators


maintenance of OH&S standards for the hatchery


maintenance of hygiene and housekeeping standards for the hatchery


running of the hatchery in the absence of the Supervisor





There are no training programs available to become a Hatchery Overseer.  Selection for this position will be based on experience working in hatcheries and on your ability to communicate and organise staff effectively.





This is a hands-on position.  Hatchery Overseers work with the staff under their care.





Hatchery Overseers may promote to the position of Hatchery Supervisor within Luv A Duck or promote to positions of greater responsibility within the poultry industry.
