An Inventory Controller may perform the following duties:





Maintain the company’s inventory


Maintain all costings on the computer


Liaise with interstate staff regarding stock transfers


Enter all stock movements/transfers into computer


Carry out in co-operation with warehouse staff stock-takes each month


Place orders for all stock with our suppliers and from our farm


Keep an accurate record of all freight movements and charges


Check and correct prices on the invoices provided by the suppliers











There are no specific educational requirements to become an inventory and supply officer. Training is usually given on the job. However, entry to this occupation may be improved if you have qualifications. Entry to the following certificate courses usually requires completion of Year 10, while the diploma courses usually require completion of VCE.
