A geneticist at Luv A Duck may perform the following tasks:





oversee the running of Mt View, Mt Lee, the hatchery and the breeder farm at Nhill


develop and oversee the breeding program at Luv A Duck


develop selection criteria for various species of duck


manage the selection process of breeder ducks at Mt View.


evaluate the effects of various feed combinations on growth rates


be responsible for disease management


monitor growth rates of all flocks of ducks





To become a life scientist usually requires completion of a degree relevant to the chosen field of specialisation. Degrees in these areas are available in most universities throughout Victoria. For course details, check institution handbooks or see the Job Guide entries for biochemist, botanist, marine biologist and zoologist.


Entry to the relevant courses usually requires completion of VCE with passes in mathematics, English and science. As subjects can vary between institutions, you should contact your chosen institution for full details.





Life scientists are employed in Federal, state, territory and local government organisations, including research organisations, in private industry, hospitals, educational institutions, primary production and fisheries.





A geneticist studies how biological traits such as color, size or disease resistance pass from one generation to the next. They also determine how the environment contributes to the origin, transmission and development of inherited traits. Geneticists may also alter or produce new traits in a species.
