A maintenance worker may be required to perform the following tasks:





repair or replace drinker lines


repair or replace water barrels, hoses and water lines


repair shed walls


repair blinds and their fittings


unblock silos


repair and make new gates for pens


make and repair stands for drinker barrels


replace taps and fittings


weld and repair broken fittings








There are no educational prerequisites to be a maintenance worker.  An aptitude for this type of work and skills in welding are essential.  The ability to communicate effectively and work with other people is also essential.
