A National Distribution Supervisor may perform the following duties:





Monitor warehouses Australia wide – contractors, drivers, warehouses


Co-ordinate running of all warehouses


Organise locations for new warehouses


Relieve Inventory Controllers – fresh/frozen


Staff training


Authorise accounts for payments – everything except the farm


Purchasing – packaging, uniforms


Set up suppliers for outsourced products


Oversee company vehicles in Melbourne








To be a National Distribution Supervisor experience or qualifications in logistics or operations is required.


To become an operations researcher usually requires the completion of a degree with a major study in operations research, mathematics or statistics, followed by postgraduate qualifications in these areas.


A career in logistics usually requires the completion of a diploma in transport and distribution. However entry to this occupation may be improved if you have a degree in business with a major in transport and logistics.
