The plant engineer will be a widely experienced engineer.  To become a mechanical engineering tradesperson usually requires the completion of a New Apprenticeship in Engineering - Mechanical Trade. Entry requirements may vary, but employers generally require Year 10 with good results in English, math’s and science. �The length of training can vary and may involve both on- and off-the-job components. The off-the-job training is provided through registered training organisations, including TAFE.
