 A Plant Operator may perform the following tasks.





prepare machines for operation


load trucks/semis with front end loader


use front end loaders to clean out old litter from sheds


add new base material to floor of shed and level


compact new base material with a roller


report machinery breakdowns and maintenance needs to the farm manager and the mechanics





There are no specific educational requirements to become a plant operator. Training is usually given on the job.


Drivers license with articulated endorsement is an advantage


Training for certificate of competency (front end loader, roller) will be a part of your on the job training.


You can also enter this occupation through a New Apprenticeship in Civil Construction (Plant). Entry requirements may vary, but employers generally require Year 10.





Within the company there is opportunity to promote to senior plant operator.


Major employers include earthmoving and civil construction contractors, private developers, mining and minerals processing companies, and government authorities.


Some plant operators may own and operate equipment on a contract hire basis, although the cost of equipment is high.





Plant operators drive front-end loaders and rollers to excavate litter and move and level rock.
