A Senior Stockman may be required to perform the following tasks:


medicate ducks as required


fog sheds before the arrival of new ducks


be responsible for the care of ducks in “H” pens


assist weigh ducks and monitor growth weights


oversee and assist with the washing and cleaning of sheds


oversee and assist littering where necessary


collect, count and record mortalities and temperatures in “H” pens


assist Site Manager ensure quarantine procedures are followed


work with and train stockmen


undertake night checks


work weekends


duties as requested by the Site Manager or Farm Manager 





A Senior Stockman will have had experience as a stockman and developed skills in animal husbandry, have an awareness of hygiene and disease control and be able to manage and motivate staff.  They will show initiative and be able to work unsupervised.





A Senior Stockman that demonstrates an excellent knowledge of animal husbandry, has a keen awareness of hygiene and disease control and be able to implement such procedures and has demonstrated skills in managing and motivating staff will be able to apply for positions of Site Managers and Farm Manager.
