A Site Manager may be required to perform the following tasks:


oversee the care and health of all ducks in their farm area


ensure quarantine procedures are followed


set up brooder rooms and oversee hatch placements


maintain the daily care of ducks in the brooder rooms – heat, ventilation, food and water


collect, count and record mortalities and temperatures in brooder rooms


be responsible for vermin control


ensure all staff follow “Management Manual” procedures


be responsible for weekly weighing of ducks and monitoring growth weights


ensure all growth-rate figures are entered into the computer


liaise with Farm Manager 


coordinate the daily organisation and supervision of staff


night checks


work weekends


liaise with Processing Plant Manager








A site manager will have been an experienced Senior Stockman with an excellent knowledge of   animal husbandry, have a keen awareness of hygiene and disease control and be able to implement such procedures. The Senior Stockman will have demonstrated skills in managing and motivating staff.
