The staff services assistant is responsible for:





preparing and serving morning tea


preparing and serving lunch


storage of food, hygiene and cleaning materials


cleaning the office and/or kitchen area


maintaining hygiene in the kitchen  


washing and cleaning utensils and dishes that are returned to the kitchen and ensure they are stored appropriately








There are no specific educational requirements to become a Staff Services Assistant. Skills are usually learnt on the job through experience in the hospitality industry. However entry to this occupation may be improved if you have a qualification in a relevant area such as hospitality.
