A stockman may be required to perform the following tasks:


litter sheds


feed ducks


wash down equipment and maintain hygiene standards.


clean sheds after the removal of birds by mechanical or manual means.


maintain quarantine standards.


collect, count and record mortalities and temperatures in senior pens, and other pens as directed


assist monitor growth rates of ducks


be responsible for the care of ducks in the senior pens


work weekends


other duties as requested by the Site Manager








There are no pre-requisites to be a stockman.   


The following skills are desirable:


good communication skills


responsible approach and attitude


drivers licence 


able to handle animals with confidence and patience


All stockmen will undertake Certificate III in Agriculture (Poultry Production) as part of their on-the-job training.

Experienced stockmen may take on roles of responsibility and progress to senior stockmen, site managers or farm managers.  Skills developed in the production of ducks are transferable to other poultry industries.
