A truck driver may be required to perform the following duties.





check brakes, oil, tyres and electrical systems 


load goods onto the truck either by hand, or by using a forklift or other lifting equipment 


ensure that the load is correctly placed, and secure it by using ropes and chains to avoid damage to the truck or the goods 


cover the load with tarpaulin 


drive vehicles to their destination and unload 


check items against inventory, noting breakage and damage 


maintain a log book with details of trips, including rest breaks on long trips.





There are no specific educational levels required but you will need to obtain a special licence before working as a truck driver.  Applicants will need to undertake a practical and written test. Contact the Transport and Distribution Industry Training Board (Victoria) for more information. �You can also enter this occupation through a New Apprenticeship in Transport and Distribution (Road Transport). Entry requirements may vary, but employers generally require Year 10.  For details on New Apprenticeships, call the New Apprenticeships Referral Line on 1800 639 629 (FREECALL).





Once you are employed, you may be able to develop, and have recognised, additional skills under the Transport and Distribution Training Package that will expand your career opportunities within this industry.


Truck drivers may be employed by commercial firms, mining, manufacturing and transport companies, government authorities, or may be self-employed.
