The Warehouse Supervisor may be responsible for:


accountability of stock:	- correct storage of stock


- accurate picking and loading of outgoing stock


- unloading and checking of incoming stock


adjusting invoices as required


arranging local, intrastate and interstate freight as directed


arranging casual labour


checking and reconciling of stock transfers


checking and recording of freezer, cool room and incoming stock temperatures


liaise with AM Supervisor for duties and tasks


load containers for export


working in a freezer and lifting boxes up to 25kg.





 There are no specific educational requirements to become a Warehouse Supervisor.  They will however require good people skills, experience in all operational aspects of a warehouse and possess a good understanding of distribution and transport operations.  A current Victorian drivers licence and forklift licence are essential. 





A Warehouse Supervisor may promote to the position of National Distribution and Inventory Manager or may transfer to a larger company where the warehouse supervisor has greater responsibility.
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The Warehouse Supervisor coordinates the daily operation of the warehouse including receivable, handling and dispatching goods coming into, or going out of, the warehouse.
