 A Waste Management Supervisor may perform the following tasks.





monitor the output of waste water and disperse as necessary


manage the operation of the irrigation system


arrange litter into rows for composting


disperse water onto compost


turn litter to aerate 


load litter onto vehicles for transport


monitor the water/solids separation unit


supervise staff and assist with training of new operators


liaise with sales - compost suitability for clients


work without supervision





There are no educational prerequisites for a Waste Management Supervisor. 


Experience as a plant operator in the waste management area of Luv A Duck would be an advantage. On the job training will be provided for staff to become competent in the use of the excavator and other machinery.








Experience using machinery will enable employees to seek jobs with earthmoving and civil construction contractors, private developers, mining and minerals processing companies, and government authorities.


Machinery operators may own and operate equipment on a contract hire basis, although the cost of equipment is high.
